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The Risk of Ethnography in
Globalized Society

Abstract

The life of all human beings is conducted on the risk. Errors are likely to happened when lack of planning
or lack of good policy. For Thailand, which all policy are driven mainly by state, being excluded from majority,
unable to access to the resource and participate in pushing ethnic policy are the main factors that push those
marginal people fo be under the risk, especially, the ethnic group that has no legal status, such as their status
and their rights to culture in globalization.

Even though risk is unavoidable, both basic risk and opportunity risk, but government can manage the
risk by backing down the negative effects, slower the risk or mitigate the impacts that could happened to ethnic
group. The important in risk management of ethnic group in globalization is “including ethnic group as members
of the state equally”. Then, assessing the risk and determine the choice of risk management by taking info account
the inequalities in access to resources and their marginal status as important priorities. Therefore, the government
should have special measures for those marginalized groups to compensate the loss of opportunity, both in the

past and in the future.
